Mida sa t66l teed?
What do you do at work?

Piret: Pohiliselt tahendab intensiivravide t66 patsientide jalgimist, nende
seisundi jalgimist. Kui on vaja, siis tuleb sekkuda kas protseduuride voi
ravimitega. Kui midagi juhtub, teavitatakse sellest arsti, kes siis annab
vastavad korraldused. Uldiselt hakkame siis ikkagi koostdds arsti ja kogu
meeskonnaga, kuhu kuulub veel hooldaja, tegutsema. Voime teha
uuringuid, teha protseduure, anda ravimeid voi lihtsalt jalgida.

Primarily an intensive care nurse’s work means monitoring the patients,
monitoring their condition. If it’s necessary, one has to intervene with
procedures or medications. If something happens, a doctor will be
informed, who then gives the appropriate orders. In general we will be
taking an action in cooperation with the doctor and the whole team,
which also includes a caregiver. We may carry out tests, or do procedures,
give medications or simply monitor.
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
